Sphygmomanometers (I)

« Since 2000, Rezekne hospital does not use
the mercurial sphygmomanometers any more.

 Reasons for replacement:
awkward to use (very large and fragile)
often got broken

Mercury is harmful to the environment and human
health

took up much place on the working surface

Uncomfortable- a doctor had to take
measurements outside the doctor's work space (a
chamber).

 Rezekne Hospital uses.
— 72 Mechanical sphygmomanometers.

— Electronic sphygmomanometers and patient
monitors.

 Equipment is verified and calibrated.
